Victor-Marie Hugo francia romantikus kolts,
regény- és dramairo, politikus és akadémikus.

Elete és miivészete szinte telijesen atfogta a 19.
szazadot. Szellemi formalodasara hatassal
volt kirdlyparti meggy6z6désli  édesanyja  és
tabornok apja, aki Napéleon seregében szolgalt.
1819-ben a Toulouse-ban meghirdetett Jeux
floraux palyazaton Aranyliliom-ot nyert. Koran
megnyilvanult  ir6i  elhivatottsdga, royalista,
katolikus versekkel kezdett. Elsd verseskotete
1821-ben jelent meg Odak cimmel. Az irodalom
feladatanak a nép szolgalatat tartotta. A muvészet
erejé-vel szerette volna a tarsadalmat
megaltoztatni, a demokratikus jogokat,
alapelveket érvényesiteni. A magyar
olvas6kdzonség  els6sorban  Victor  Hugo
romantikus torté-nelmi regényeit ismeri.

Victor-Marie Hugo was a French Romantic

poet, novelist, playwright, politician, and academic. His life
and work spanned almost the entire 19th century. His
intellectual development was influenced by his royalist
mother and his father, a general who served in Napoleon’s
army.

In 1819, he won the Golden Lily award at the Jeux Floraux
competition in Toulouse. His literary vocation became
apparent early on, as he began with royalist and Catholic
poems. His first poetry collection, Odes, was published in
1821. He believed that the purpose of literature was to serve
the people. Through the power of art, he sought to change
society and promote democratic rights and principles.

Hungarian readers primarily know Victor Hugo for his
romantic historical novels. His first major work in this genre
was The Hunchback of Notre-Dame.
